The vinyl tube on the hand pump
attaches to the brake bleeder at the

1/4 turn. I'll pump fluid into the system

caliper first, and I'll open the brake bleeder

until all the air is purged out into the reservoir.

Once the bleeder is closed,
the pedal should be firm.
If it's soft at all, I'll
know | still have air,
and I'll check the high
spots and bleed again.

So how do you know
all the air is out?

/You know, the effort is well\

worth it, especially where brake
performance is concerned. And,
if the system is never opened
again, the air can't get in
once it's out!
